We have
fabricated the largest reactor section to date for our
facility, measuring of 820
size and weighing 325,000 Ibs! That is 162 1/2 ton of
steel assembled intine piecewelded and shipped to
our customer. This project allowed us to utilize the
high wire corridor, and ship the reactor unit sections
via our barging facilities located at Carmeuse Rogers
City, Calcite facilities on Lake Huron.

Not only did our team successfully set this new
record for overall largest piece fabricated, but they
have done so in a two week time frame. We are very
excited and pleased with the performance of our fabri-
cation team. Their dedication and commitment to
quality is what enables us to continue to strive for big-
ger and better things. Congratulations to everyone
involved in making this record and project happen!
